DENISON FFA WINS 2004 IOWA FFA HORSE CAREER DEVELOPMENT EVENT

The Denison FFA Chapter from Denison was named the Champion Team in the annual Iowa FFA Horse Career Development Event held at The Iowa Equestrian Center at Kirkwood Community College in Cedar Rapids on Tuesday, June 8, 2004.   Members of the first place team included: Casey Orton, Jessica Slavik, Jessica Kragel, and Kristi Goslar.  Their Ag Education instructors are Randall Kuhlmann, Joe Smith, and Tim Baughman. The Agri Power FFA Chapter from Eddyville was named the Reserve Champion Team.  Members of the second place team included: Melissa Reed, Amanda Ingram, Morgan Blomgren, and Katie Stark.  Their Ag Education instructor is Pat Powers.  


Casey Orton, from the Denison FFA Chapter, was named the High Individual Overall in the competition. Thirty-five chapters and one hundred seventeen individuals participated in this year's Career Development Event designed to provide students an opportunity to display their agricultural knowledge and skills in the area of Equine Science.  Activities included demonstration of skills and problem solving in halter and performance classes as well as oral reasons and questions. A written examination was included along with a team problem solving competition.


The Horse Career Development Event was coordinated and conducted by Nellie Wilson and other faculty and staff with the Animal Science Department at Kirkwood Community College.
