September 19, 2004

The September 19, 2004, Iowa FFA Board of Directors Meeting was called to order at 1:25 p.m. by President Jenna Maubach and Board Chair Matt Eddy.

Secretary’s Minutes

Josh Rinderknecht read the minutes of the June 2004 Iowa FFA Board of Directors Meeting. Rinderknecht moved to accept the minutes. Linkin seconded the motion. Motion passed. Bloom moved to concur.  Schmidt seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report

Alan Spencer discussed the account balances. General Account Balance was $314,990.97. CD 1 was $17,166.21 and CD 2 was $35,791.58. The affiliation fee summary report was read. Cooley moved to accept the report. Linkin seconded the motion. Motion passed. Weeda moved to concur.  Schmidt seconded the motion. Motion passed.

FFA Membership Report

Alan Spencer informed the board that Iowa ranks 15th in the U.S. for members with11,909 members.  Iowa had a 2.62% increase in membership which was a rise of 304 members over the previous year.

Alumni Report

Anderson explained the role of the FFA Alumni. The next Iowa FFA Alumni meeting will be September 25th.

Foundation Report

Mr. Wayne Nattress discussed the recent Foundation activities. Nattress talked about the recent farm shows. The Foundation earned over $25,000 from the Titan Tire Auctions at the Farm Progress Show. The Chevy Hometown Scholarship program was also launched at the Farm Progress Show.

IAAE
IAAE President-Elect Elsa Schmidt reported the membership efforts are going well. IAAE members will be going to the NAAE Conference held in Las Vegas in December.

FFA Report

Shamus Brown presented the FFA Report.  Brown discussed what the officers have been doing since the June Board meeting. Activities included: National Leadership Conference for State Officers, FFA Day at the Dome, Case IH picture, Corn Dog Kick-Off, State President’s Conference, the Iowa State Fair, GROWMARK Conference, Farm and Field Fest, and the Farm Progress Show.  The State Leadership Conference for District Officers will be held after the meeting adjourns. 

Iowa State Fair Report

Gruis discussed supervisors meeting and the possibility of an FFA Poultry Show. Spencer discussed the possibility of a new FFA building at the fairgrounds. Discussion was held concerning overdue invoices for the state fair tags and DNA fees.

Post Secondary Report

Dr. Greg Miller presented the Post Secondary Report. Miller discussed that Ag Communication enrollment numbers are up while Ag Ed enrollment numbers are down. The Ag Law professor will now be housed in the Ag Ed Department at Iowa State

Non-Action Items

· Gruis showed a letter from Cindy Ekleberry concerning FFA activities at the County and State Fairs.  The board reviewed the letter.

· Gruis discussed the need to comply with student IEP’s during Career Development Events.  

· Gruis discussed the meeting held with the Iowa Farm Bureau concerning a possible quiz bowl activity for FFA members.  No action will be taken on this matter.

· Maubach appointed the new Block Schedule/FFA Membership Committee for the 2004-05 school year. Committee chair will be Jim Lundberg from Charles City. Other committee members will be Jim Fitzgerald, Shamus Brown, Ashley Jordan, Wade Miller, Craig McEnany, and Kevin Cooper.

· Maubach discussed plans to gather information concerning Middle School FFA Members exhibiting at the Iowa State Fair. Additionally discussion will be held at the December Board meeting.

· Rinderknecht presented the Middle School Member Activity Report. The report included ideas from delegates at the Iowa FFA Leadership Conference. A Middle School FFA Conference will be held in December.

· Gruis discussed the possibility of assembling an Iowa State Fair Competition Committee to assist Dan Striegel with issues that arise during the fair.  The committee would mainly serve in an information only capacity to ensure that all FFA officials were properly informed of situations before Striegel would meet with the Iowa State Fair Board Competition Committee.

Delinquent Annual FFA Reports

Gruis discussed the list of FFA chapters that are delinquent with their Annual Report. Brown moved that the Iowa FFA Association shall send a letter to all current delinquent chapters, stating that the chapter has 60 days to clear up the matter with the state staff. If the matter is not cleared up with the 60 days, the state association will proceed with the process to remove the chapter’s charter. Fitzgerald second. Motion passed. Weeda moved to concur. Seconded by Bloom. Motion passed.

Electronic storage or transmission devices

Cooley moved that competitive event participants may not possess electronic storage or transmission devices, during competitive events, unless they are accepted or required for a competitive event. Possession of these devices will result in automatic disqualification of a team or individual. Rinderknecht seconded the motion. Motion passed. Schmidt moved to concur. Seconded by Gruebel. Motion passed.

Ag Issues and Perceptions

Jordan moved to adopt as a CDE rule that the Iowa FFA Association post the issue topics for the Ag Issues and Perceptions Leadership Event by October 1. The Iowa FFA State Officer Team will create the issue topics for the event if they are not available from the Iowa Chapter of the American Society of Farm Managers and Rural Appraisers by the October 1 deadline. Second Brown. Motion passed. Gruebel moved to concur. Bloom seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Sub-District and District CDE Operating Procedures and CDE Envelopes 

Gruis gave a brief overview of the current CDE issues concerning use of envelopes and operating procedures. These issues will be done by an Email discussion and vote.

Department of Ed/FFA Contract

Gruis discussed the Dept of Ed/FFA Contract concerning the Iowa FFA Executive Secretary/Treasurer.

FFA Staff Evaluation Form.

To comply with the contract with the Dept of ED concerning the Executive Secretary/Treasurer, an annual performance review needs to be initiated. Jordan moved that this topic be referred to a committee consisting of the Iowa FFA President the first Vice President the Board Chair and a District Advisor. Linkin Seconded the motion. Motion Passed. Bloom moved to concur. Seconded by Weeda. Motion passed. The committee will consist of Jenna Maubach, Shamus Brown, Matt Eddy, and Brian Feldpausch.

Minor CDE Revisions

CDE changes were proposed for Ag Issues and Perceptions and Soils. The Ag Issues change would modify the current ten minute time limit to seven minutes to comply with National CDE rules. The Soils CDE change would remove the “Conservation Catalog for the 1990s” reference with the “Complete Conservation for Your Farm” reference.  Fitzgerald moved to approve the changes. Elefson seconded the motion. Motion passed. Weeda moved to concur. Seconded by Schmidt. Motion Passed.

Marketing Plan CDE Revisions

Marketing Plan CDE chair Brian Feldpausch discussed the proposed rule changes to accommodate the high participant level is the Marketing Plan CDE. The proposed changes call for a preliminary round for all chapters entered and a final round for those chapters that advanced. Brown mover to adopt the italicized changes to the Marketing Plan CDE. Seconded by Cooley. Motion passed. Bloom moved to concur. Gruebel seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Cooley moved to Adjourn. Seconded by Shifflett. Motion passed. Schmidt moved to Concur. Bloom seconded the motion. Motion passed.
